� John De Miranda, the new director of Stepping Stone  introduced himself 
and talked about changes at The Stone and efforts to develop relationships 
and cooperation with all  other SD LGBT recovery organizations.
� Membership committee developed and delivered a new member brochure.
December
� Public Relations suggested we develop social events like bingo, game 
night, pizza parties.
� Housing  is seeking grants for upgrades and renovations to the club. 
� John F. (Choo Choo) was authorized to pursue a plan he suggested to 
solicit local college design programs to develop branding/image for the club 
to unify how the club is presented to the community. Logo will not change.
� Jim M. resigned after completing a one year term on the fiscal committee. 
We Thank Jim whose work and dedication made a huge difference.
January
� Fiscal  reported 2008 was closed out with much less loss than projected. 
� Housing committee discussed underwriting from Mom’s Priority 
Pharmacy, block grants and many other initiatives – see minutes
� Discussion to consider banning cell phone use in public areas of the club.

Just a minute
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We have approximately 320 members on file. For years an 
average of 200-220 active members pay dues month in, and 
month out, to keep the doors open for others. Dues provide 1/3 
of our income and we could not stay open without this vital 
income. The membership committee is working on ways to 
further develop the membership, create member perks, 
encourage dues payments, and send friendly reminders. We 
would like to see our dues provide 40% of income and 
encourage more participation by women which unfortunately, 
is only 24% of the club membership. We are also introducing 
a dues scholarship where members can contribute online in 
$12 dollar increments to help fund members who may be 
facing hardship but wish to keep up their membership. 

This newsletter is a little longer 
than usual since our last issue 
was in Oct 2008. Going forward 
we expect to publish bimonthly 
or at least quarterly based on 
business/news quantity. If you 
have suggestions or items you 
think should be included email 
them to news@lllac.org.
