It was well attended and included food and refreshments 
provided by Stepping Stone and a guest appearance by our Board Member and DJ Trenton 
Shine. Funds raised were modest for the 1st year event but we look forward to more joint 
events with our friends at Stepping Stone.
LLLAC Night at the Improv Sunday July 26th Trenton Shine and company Fun House 
Improvperformed for 40+ members at the tenth street Theatre downtown from 6-9 pm. All 
proceeds were donated from Fun House Improv to the club. The board is working to 
provide more unique events like this for our members and needs your ideas/support.
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For a very long time our expenses have 
outpaced our income by an average of $1200 
per month. As a result of successful fundraising 
and your support we are happy to find we have 
operated in the black for over 3 months! 

In August our annual tax review was 
completed. Because our last 2 CPA audits were 
completed with the highest possible ratings it 
was decided in  May 2008 to conduct reviews 
every three years with a CPA audit every forth 
year, or sooner if needed for grant seeking. This 
saves us thousands of dollars in expensive CPA 
fees every three years. Our reviews are 
performed to the highest standard using an IRS 
certified “Enrolled Agent” tax preparer.

Monthly Financial reports and Board meeting 
minutes are always available for members to 
view at the club.  If you have questions, 
concerns, or want to help our fiscal committee 
is now seeking volunteers to help direct and 
plan our financial planning and administration.
